Weõve had a meeting this week with the MRA and the CoS to settle on some of the princi-

ples that will underpin the the Memorandum of Understanding. The MOU will be the docu-

ment that sets out the agreement for the new clubrooms and will give us the certainty to 

sign off on an agreed date to vacate the existing premises.

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Weõll be seeing the first iteration of the plans for the club next Wednesday and weõre look-

ing forward to how the architects translate the ideas and requirements that we and the 

CoS have into a building that fits the overall vision for the beach precinct.
