Did you miss out on the Adult SRC course last time and want to get the award in the warmer/

flatter water?  

The adult SRC course will give you the skills to provide more qualified water safety for your kids 

on our own beach, and be a very important addition to our water safety roster at junior car-

nivals so that we can share the load.  

If we have enough parents, you will only need to volunteer for 1 junior carnival per year - and 

come on - you were going to be there anyway watching your kids....why not jump in and 

cheer them on.  

You get to wear a fabulous colour - fluoro orange - and can give gentle parental encour-

agement as your nipper cruises past.  

The course comprises first aid skills, CPR, DRSABCD, signals, rescues, and basic life saving skills. 

The course requires you to complete online learning first, then attend 8am-4pm on Saturday 

and be assessed Sunday for an hour and a half.  

If we have a minimum of 10 parents interested I will run the course 2 and 3 April in readiness 

for nipper season 2016-17.

Would you like to cheer your nipper across the finish line as a finish line judge? 

Do you want to be in the IRB to watch your little darling race around the cans in their surf 

race or board race? 

Do you love being on the beach with your kids and supporting them as they do their best in 

competitions? 

Do you look good in a white shirt? 

Do you enjoy herding cats?  

Become an official and you can stand on the competition side of the rope and be able to 

cheer on your kids and watch that beaming smile as they cross the finish line from close up. 

Roles are many and varied, from race marshall, to competitor liaison, course judge, finish 

judge, judge in boat, recorder etc. 

The course is 4 hours, and the commitment required from you after you have your qualifica-

tion is that you attend 2-3 carnivals per season in your capacity as an official and represent 

the club while supporting your kids.  If the club doesn’t provide enough officials or water 

safety, our kids may not be able to compete so not only are you helping the club, you also 

get to spend a great day on the beach with your kids, and you get fed and watered in the 

process!
